» Glenn Lumantao: Known for his Moonlight Sonata series and advocacy in
mentoring young talents.

e Pedro Angco Jr. (Bohol Bee Farm): Environmental artist using ocean debris
and natural materials, recognized in national art competitions.

= Elvin Perocho Vitor: Awarded The Outstanding Boholano (TOBAW) and a
portraitist with shows in Milan, Bangkok, and Bohol.
